of my intention to begin legal action if the problem is not

The kitchen was fitted in June and the fridge broke down for the first time just three months later,
on 5 September. When I contacted your office I was advised that I should wait for an engineer to
repair the fridge, as I had no right to a (new one) . During that conversation
you (said it was true) that the fridge was one of a batch that was defective and that
I would have to wait two weeks (without having the facility of a fridge) as your engineer was so
busy.

Now the fridge has broken down for a second time, which has caused me both expense and
(personal trouble) . I am not prepared to wait for a second visit from an engineer and
request that you supply me with a new fridge immediately. I have taken legal advice and

I am advised that I have (reasons) to make a claim against your company based on
(dishonor) of contract. I understand that as a consumer [ am covered by the
Sale and Supply of Goods Act 1982. If it is necessary to (start a legal action)
in Chatsworth County Court I shall claim for the cost of the fridge and I will also include in the
amount of the claim (money) for the consequential loss of spoiled food, which
amounts to approximately £150.
