In recent years it has become quite clear that the provision of health care is one of the absolutely
keyissues in modern society. In some countries the provision of health care is completely free at the
pointof use. Generally speaking this means that people who visit the doctor, or have to go to hospital,
do nothand over money to the people who treat them. Instead, the system is entirely financed by
centralgovernment, and paid out of revenues (taxes) collected from everyone. In some health
systemseveryone is treated free, regardless of their ability to pay, while in other systems, patients pay
astandardcharge,evenforextremelyexpensivedrug treatments,whilethosewhoarequiteunabletopay
receive free treatment. In other countries the system is totally private and everyone has to pay
fortheirtreatment.Financiallyspeakingthismeansthatpatientseitherhavetopayfortheirowninsurance,which
willpayfortheirbillswhentheyareill,or paybillsfromtheir own pockets. Inmanycountriesit
isquiteusualforbothsystemstoexistsidebyside,withthestateprovidingverybasicservices, and the better
off, naturally, paying for services of a higher quality. This is sometimes knownas a*“two- tier’system.

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As far as Britain is concerned, the first modern examples of town planning were the “garden
cities”,suchasLetchworthandWelwynGardenCity,builtintheearly19000s.A“gardencity”’wasakindof
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idealized community, planned around large open spaces, public buildings, and so forth.
Letchworth,forexample,hadnopublichouse,i.e.abarsellingalcohol, and includedforthefirsttime the idea
of*‘green belt”, that is to say an area of countryside surrounding the town. In some respects,
Letchworthwas ahead of its time, as the building plan also avoided the cutting down of trees, and the
town wasliterally a “garden”, as there were green spaces and trees everywhere. Apart from the
attractions of thesite, there was also innovative design, as many of the houses were designed to be
cheap, used modernbuildingtechniques such as prefabrication, and had front and back gardens, sheer
luxury for manyslumdwellers from London.

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risk.There are plenty of studies which show that increased salt consumption raises blood pressure
andcausesheartproblems,andtherecommendationisthatweshouldallbeconsuminglesssalt.Evenif
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we add hardly any salt to our food at the table, we may be consuming a lot of salt without
realizing.The daily recommended amount is 6 grams, but many people are consuming twice as much
as this andthe average daily consumption in the UK is over 9 g per day. Bread, biscuits, ketchup and
readymademeals all contain quite a lot of salt, so each time we eat a slice of bread, for example, we
areaddingtoourdailyintake.Sowhatisthesolution? Weallneedtobemoreawareofhowmuchsalt
weareconsuming,andtrytolimitourintake.Governmentsareencouragingfoodmanufacturersto cut
downon the amount of salt they put into food, and every food product should state clearly on the
wrapperhowmuchsaltit contains.

Harry Houdini, who died in 1927, was the entertainment phenomenon of the ragtime era. Hecouldescape
from chains and padlocks, from ropes and canvas sacks. They put him in a strait-jacket and hung himupside
down from a skyscraper and he somehow untied himself. They tied him up in a locked packing case andsank
him in Liverpool docks. Minutes later he surfaced smiling. They locked him in a zinc-lined Russian prisonvan
and heemerged leaving the doors locked and the locks undamaged. They padlocked him in a milk churnfull of
water and he burst free. They put him in a coffin, screwed down the lid, and buried him and... well, no, hedidn't
pop uplikeamole, butwhentheydug himupmorethanhalfanhourlater,hewasstillbreathing.

Houdini would usually allow his equipment to be examined by the audience. The chains, locks
andpacking cases all seemed perfectly genuine, so it was tempting to conclude that he possessed
superhumanpowers. Sir Arthur Conan Doyle's Sherlock Holmes was the very paragon of analytical thinking but
ConanDoyle believed that Houdini achieved his tricks through spiritualism. Indeed, he wrote to the
escapologistimploring him to use his psychic powers more profitably for the common good instead of just
prostituting histalent every night at the Alhambra. However, Houdini repeatedly denounced spiritualism and
disclaimed anypsychicelementtohis act.

Thealternative explanation for his feats ofescapismwasthat Houdini could do unnatural thingswithhis
body. It is widely held that he could dislocate his shoulders to escape from strait-jackets, and that he
couldsomehow contract his wrists in order to escape from handcuffs. His ability to spend long periods in
confinedspaces is cited as evidence that he could put his body into suspended animation, as Indian fakirs are
supposed todo.

This is all nonsense. If you ever find yourself in a strait-jacket, it's difficult to imagine anything
lesshelpful ~ than  adislocated  shoulder.  Contractingyourwristsisnotonlyunhelpful ~ but,  frankly,
impossiblebecausethebonesofyourwristareverytightlypackedtogetherandthewholestructureisvirtuallyincompressi
ble.Asforsuspendedanimation,thetrick ofsurvivingburial anddrowningreliesonthefact thatyoucanlivefor short
periods on the air in a confined space. The air shifted by an average person in a day wouldoccupy a cube just
eight feet square. The build-up of carbon monoxide tends to pollute this supply, but, if youcanrelax, the
airinacoffinshould keep you goingforhalf an hour orso.

In other words, there was nothing physically remarkable about Houdini except for his bravery, dexterity
andfitness. His nerve was so cool that he could remain in a coffin six feet underground until they came to dig
himup. His fingers were so strong that he could undo a buckle or manipulate keys through the canvas of a
strait-jacket or a mail bag. He made a comprehensive study of locks and was able to conceal lock-picks about
hisperson ina waywhichfooledeven thedoctors whoexamined him. When theylocked himin the prison van
hestillhadahacksawbladewithwhichtosawthroughthejoinsinthemetalliningandgetaccesstotheplanks ofthe floor.
As an entertainer he combined all this strength and ingenuity with a lot of trickery. His stage escapestook
place behind a curtain with an orchestra playing to disguise the banging and sawing. The milk
churninwhichhewaslockedhadadoubleliningsothat,whilethe lidwaslockedontotherim,therimwasnot
actuallyattachedtothechurn. Houdini merelyhadto stand upto get out. Themailsackhe cut open at the seam
andsewed up with similar thread. The bank safe from which he emerged had been secretly worked on by
hismechanicsfor24 hours beforetheperformance.
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All Houdini's feats are eminently explicable, although to explain them, even now, is a kind of
heresy.Houdini belongs to that band of mythical supermen who, we like to believe, were capable of miraclesand
wouldstill be alive today were it not for some piece of low trickery. It's said of Houdini that a punch in his belly
whenhe wasn't prepared for it caused his burst appendix. Anatomically, it's virtually impossible that a punch
couldpunctureyourgut, but the story endures. Somehow themyth of the superman has an even greater appeal
thanthe edifice oftwenty-first century logic.
