The British Constitution

The British Constitution is unwritten and is referred to as an uncodified constitution in the sense that
there is no single document that can be identified as Britain’s constitution. The core principle of the
British constitution has traditionally been the doctrine of parliamentary sovereignty, according to
which the statutes passed by Parliament are the UK’s supreme and final source of law. It follows that
Parliament can change the constitution simply by passing the new Acts of Parliament to be followed
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by the Royal Assent. Parliament may pass any legislation that it wishes. There are many Acts of
Parliament which themselves have constitutional significance. Parliament consists of the Sovereign,
the House of Commons and the House of Lords. All the legislation must receive the approval of the
Sovereign (the Royal Assent). The executive power in the United Kingdom is exercised by the
Sovereign through Her Majesty’s Government. The monarch appoints the Prime Minister. The Prime
Minister then selects the other Ministers which make up the Government.

However, there
are two main traditions of law in the world — English Common law (or Case law), and Civil law (or
Roman law, or Continental law). English Common law is adopted by many Commonwealth countries
and most of the USA. Continental law is adopted in continental Europe, many countries in Asia and
Africa and in former socialist states. English Common law has developed gradually throughout the
history and is based on customs, court rulings (precedents) and statutes. The most important concept
of English Common law is the doctrine of precedent. Continental systems are often called codified
law systems as they have resulted from government attempts to produce a set of codes to govern
every legal aspect of life.

Legal profession in Great Britain

In England the legal profession is divided into two types of lawyers, called solicitors and barristers.
Solicitors and barristers are qualified lawyers, but they have a different legal training, they take
different examinations to qualify, and they usually do different types of legal work. Barristers are
sole practitioners. Barristers specialize in arguing cases in front of a judge and have the right of
audience in all courts. They also give opinions on areas of law to solicitors and their clients.
Solicitors represent their clients both in and out of court. They collect all the legal documents to
enable the barrister to present the best case to the court. They draw up wills, give advice in the field
of business, make all the legal arrangements for buying or selling land, assist employees and
employers, handle divorce and child care. However, each solicitor usually specializes in one

particular area. Solicitors usually work in law firms which are set up as partnerships.

Recruitment
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Personnel refers to all the people who work for a firm. Most large companies have special personnel
departments which are responsible for employer-employee relations. One of the most important
services which the personnel departments provide is recruiting, e.g. they hire new workers or
managers for the company. Most recruiting includes a job announcement that usually contains a
description of the job produced by the personnel department. The job description may begin with
some basic information about the company and its products. This is usually followed by the title of
the position the company wants to fill, for example, Vice President in Charge of Finance. Then the
duties and responsibilities of the job are given, as well as its place in the organizational chart (that is,
who the person reports to and who the person supervises). Next appear the qualifications for the job,
such as the professional training or skills needed, and the salary and fringe benefits paid for by the
company. Finally, the job description will tell the applicant exactly what to do if he is interested in
the position and provide necessary contact information. People who are interested can apply for the
job by sending in a letter of application (or a cover letter) and CV — curriculum vitae (US — career
resume) containing details of their education and experience.

The British Constitution

The British Constitution is unwritten and is referred to as an uncodified constitution in the sense that
there is no single document that can be identified as Britain’s constitution. The core principle of the
British constitution has traditionally been the doctrine of parliamentary sovereignty, according to
which the statutes passed by Parliament are the UK’s supreme and final source of law. It follows that
Parliament can change the constitution simply by passing the new Acts of Parliament to be followed
by the Royal Assent. Parliament may pass any legislation that it wishes. There are many Acts of
Parliament which themselves have constitutional significance. Parliament consists of the Sovereign,
the House of Commons and the House of Lords. All the legislation must receive the approval of the
Sovereign (the Royal Assent). The executive power in the United Kingdom is exercised by the
Sovereign through Her Majesty’s Government. The monarch appoints the Prime Minister. The Prime
Minister then selects the other Ministers which make up the Government.

Contract law

A contract is an agreement which is made between two or more parties and which is binding in law.
In order to be binding in law the agreement must include a legally binding offer which must be
followed by an acceptance of that offer. In every valid contract there must also be an exchange of
consideration. Consideration is something a person has given, or done, or agreed not to do when
making a contract. The parties to a contract must have a legal intention to be legally bound before
making a contract. They must agree to contract on certain terms. The subject matter of the contract
must be legal. Businesses are free to enter into whatever contracts they agree between themselves.
However, business contracts must not be contrary to case law or to Acts of Parliament.

Contract law in Great Britain

Under English law, there are special rules of interpreting contracts if one of the contractors is a
company, rather than an individual, a person under 18, or a mentally ill person or if one or more
contractors made a mistake when concluding a contract. Both parties must enter into a contract
voluntarily. The contract signed under duress is illegal. The subject matter of the contract must be
legal. For example, an agreement to commit a crime, a tort or a fraud or to give false evidence in
court could never be enforced in court. Most contracts can be either written or oral. However, certain
kinds of contracts must be in writing to be enforceable in court of law. These include contracts for the
sale of land and real estate, contracts of insurance and hire-purchase. The English system of law
recognises some things as being less than off er. These include advertisements in newspapers, goods
off ered for sale in a shop window, goods off ered at auctions, tenders since it is impossible to make a
contract with all the people who might be interested in getting them. All these things are seen as
invitations to general public to make an off er. The law calls them «an invitation to treat». If I see an
ad in a newspaper off ering to sell a car, and I telephone the advertiser and agree to buy it, he is not
obliged to sell it to me. This is because the law considers that the real offer is when I contact the
seller asking to buy the car. The seller may then decide whether to accept or reject my off er.

The law of tort

A tort is a wrongful act committed by an individual against another individual’s person, property or
reputation. The law of tort deals with civil wrongs. A wrong is something that causes harm or
damage to another person. A person who suffers harm or damage is hurt in some way. This hurt
might be physical in nature, but it might be some other type of hurt, such as causing someone to lose
money. The law of tort is connected with the breach of the duty of care by accident but sometimes
deliberately. This area of law is based on the following principle. In situations where I cause harm to
another person, I may be liable to compensate him or her for that harm, even in situations when I do
not have a contract with that person and I did not commit a criminal act against that person. The main
purpose of the law of tort is to compensate people who suffer harm and not to punish the tortfeasors,
people who caused this harm.

How is this area of law diff erent from criminal law or contract law
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Although a tort and a crime appear to be the same in many cases, the parties, burden of proof, and
punishment are diff erent. The main purpose of the law of tort is to compensate people who suffer
harm and not to punish the tortfeasors, people who caused this harm. The main aim of criminal law is
to punish wrongdoers and to deter other people from committing similar wrongs. In a tortious action
the claimant is the injured party who has to prove the elements of his case. If he wins, he is entitled to
redress to compensate him for his injury. The usual remedies in tort are damages and injunction.
Crimes usually involve public law and order. Therefore, in a criminal action the claimant is the state,
represented by the prosecutor. The person charged with committing a crime is the defendant. The
injured party is merely a complaining witness. The state has the burden of proof. It is higher than in a
tortious action. The convicted defendant either pays a fine, or goes to prison. The injured party
receives nothing. Sometimes a crime is also a tort and the injured party may try to get damages in a
civil court. An important difference between the law of tort and contract law is that the law of tort
makes us liable to people with whom we have no contractual relationship. Contractual liability is
based on agreement between parties. Tort liability is based on the duty one person owes to another. It
is imposed by law regardless of whether or not there is an agreement between the parties.

Pretrial stage in criminal offences

A criminal case passes through several phases before trial. At the first stage the crime is reported and
investigated. Then, if there is “probable cause”, i.e. reasonable grounds (something more than mere
suspicion to believe that a particular person committed the crime) the person can be arrested. An
arrest warrant is necessary unless the pressure of time requires immediate action (e.g. before the
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suspect flees). Finally, criminal charges must be lodged against the defendant. Depending on the
state, the charges are called either an indictment (by a grand jury) or information (by a magistrate or
police officer). They must be based on probable cause, preponderance of evidence, or prosecutor’s
evidence that supports a belief in the defendant’s guilt. In the USA most cases are resolved without a
trial. Attorneys for the defense and prosecution usually reach a plea bargain. The judge must decide
whether the guilty plea was freely given and whether there was some factual basis for the plea, but
judicial disapproval of an agreed upon plea is rare.

Categories of Crimes in the UK

There are three categories of crimes in the UK: indictable, summary, and either-way crimes.
Indictable offences are the most serious ones and are punishable by the longest prison terms. They
include murder, rape and robbery and can only be tried in the Crown Court. Summary offences are
the least serious ones, such as speeding and drunk-driving. Summary trials are heard in magistrates’
courts. Either-way offences can be heard either in the Crown Court or by magistrates. Examples of
either way offences include theft, drug offences and less serious physical violence. A magistrate can
decide that an either- way offence is serious enough to be heard in the Crown Court where the
penalties prescribed can be more severe. If, however, a magistrate decides that an either-way offence
can be heard as a summary trial, the defendant can choose to move the trial to the Crown Court. An
important aspect of criminal law is that in most crimes the prosecution has to prove two elements.
The first, actus reus, refers to the criminal act itself. The second, mens rea, refers to the intent to
commit a crime — ‘guilty mind’. However, in some cases, such as drunk driving or speeding, the
prosecution does not have to prove intent. Such offences are said to be of “strict liability”.

Commercial law

Commercial law deals with issues of both private law and public law. It developed as a distinct body
of jurisprudence with the beginning of large-scale trade, and many of its rules are derived from the
practices of traders. There is a number of commercial fields, such as agency, banking, bankruptcy,
carriage of goods, commercial dispute resolution, company law, competition law, contract, debtor
and creditor, sale of goods and services, intellectual property, landlord and tenant, mercantile agency,
mortgages, negotiable instruments, secured transactions, real property and tax law. The role of the
commercial lawyer is to facilitate business clients’ commercial transactions. A commercial lawyer
should have a good knowledge of a substantive law, contemporary business practices and the
particular business needs of each client. A commercial lawyer may be asked to advise a client on the
drafting of contracts or on the consequences of breach of contract. A commercial lawyer may be
asked to advise a client on matters relating to both non-contentious and contentious work. Non-
contentious work largely involves advising clients on the drafting of contracts, whereas contentious
work commonly involves the consequences of breach of contract.

Intellectual property or IP refers to something a person has either thought of or created. Some
examples of IP include designs, processes, songs, logos, discoveries, symbols and even brand-new
varieties of plants. IP belongs to the person who thought it up or put the work into creating it. They
get to decide who makes it, how and where it's used and who can sell and profit from it. But how can
thinkers and creators keep their IP safe from misuse by others? After all, in a digital world it's easy to
copy an idea or a design. Luckily, there are laws in place to protect IP. Once a person is ready to go
public with it, there are four major paths to legal protection applying for a patent. Patents cover
things like inventions, new processes, new machines and new ways of manufacturing things.
Copyrights protect works like art music, writings movies and even software using, a trademark. To
cover unique branding and identifiers like business, names, logos, slogans, mascots and more keeping
something secret. Trade secrets make sure that things like manufacturing processes, formulas and
compilations of information never make it into the wrong hands.

Intellectual property law

Intellectual property is an expansive and rapidly changing area of law which deals with the
formulation, usage and commercial exploitation of original creative works. Traditionally, intellectual
property rights are broken down into three main areas: patents, trademarks and copyrights. Other
areas which warrant mentioning are trade secrets, design rights and the concept of passing off. A
patent is a monopoly right in an invention. Patent law is regulated in various jurisdictions through
legislation. A patent must be granted pursuant to the relevant legislation in order to create the
monopoly in the invention. Once the patent is granted, the protection remains in force. A registered
trademark in similar to a patent in that it provides the holder with an exclusive right to use a
“distinctive” mark in relation to a product of a service. Copyright is a right subsisting in original
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literary, dramatic, musical and artistic works and in sound recordings, films, broadcasts and cable
programmes, as well as typography of published editions. Copyright holders possess economic rights
associated with their works, including the essential right to prohibit unauthorised use of the works.

Incorporated businesses in Great Britain

Companies, their employees and shareholders are registered at Her Majesty’s Revenue and Customs
(HMRC). Companies pay corporation tax while their employees and shareholders pay income tax. To
set up a company it is necessary to file a memorandum of association together with an application for
registration of the company with Companies House. The memorandum of association states that the
subscribers wish to form a company, to become the members of the company and to take at least one
share. The application for registration must contain the company’s proposed name, a registered office,
a copy of any proposed articles of association, etc. After being registered the company receives a
registration number and a certificate of incorporation and is ready to do business. There are private
limited companies (Ltd) and public limited companies (PLC) in the UK. The shares of private limited
companies cannot be sold outside the company without the agreement of the other members. The
shares of public limited companies are sold on the open market. The company has to satisfy a long
list of regulations to be able to sell its shares on the Stock Exchange. Setting up a limited liability
partnership (LLP) is similar to setting up a limited company. LLPs are registered at Companies
House and the requirements are similar to those for companies.

Employment law in Great Britain
Employment law deals with relationship between employers and employees in a recruitment process,
during employment and at the end of employment. It is related to most aspects of employment
including discrimination, fair pay, dismissal, employee benefits, and workplace safety, etc. Clauses in
employment contracts cover job title, hours of work, term of the contract, time off and leave,
remuneration, sick pay, confidentiality, giving notice. The non-competition clause imposes
restrictions on the actions of an employee once the employment is ended. The employee is not
allowed to start the same business or work for a rival of the employer for a certain period of time.
The employment contract also provides for the grievance procedure in the event of the employee’s
problems at work or job loss. The parties to the employment contract may agree to vary provisions of
the contract but they cannot be unilaterally varied. The Employment Rights Act 1996 requires the
employer to provide the employee with a document containing the terms and conditions of
employment.

The Judicial System in the United States

The judicial system in the United States is dual: it consists of the federal court system and the state
court systems. The federal courts are concerned with cases arising under federal law, and the state
courts with cases arising under state law. While each court system is responsible for hearing certain
cases, neither is completely independent of the other, and the systems often interact. Furthermore,
solving legal disputes and vindicating legal rights are key goals of both court systems. The U.S.
Constitution created a governmental structure for the United States known as federalism. Federalism
refers to a sharing of powers between the national government and the state governments. The
Constitution gives certain powers to the federal government and reserves the rest for the states.
Therefore, while the Constitution states that the federal government is supreme with regard to those
powers expressly or implicitly delegated to it, the states remain supreme in matters reserved to them.
This supremacy of each government in its own sphere is known as separate sovereignty, meaning
each government is sovereign in its own right. Both the federal and state governments need their own
court systems to apply and interpret their laws. Furthermore, both the federal and state constitutions
attempt to do this by specifically spelling out the jurisdiction of their respective court systems.

How do US Supreme court justices get appointed

If you want to become a justice on the Supreme Court, the highest federal court in the United States,
three things have to happen. You have to be nominated by the president of the United States, your
nomination needs to be approved by the Senate, and finally, the president must formally appoint you
to the court. Because the Constitution doesn't specify any qualifications, in other words, that there is
no age, education, profession, or even native-born citizenship requirement, a president can nominate
any individual to serve. So far, six justices have been foreign-born, at least one never graduated from
high school, and another was only 32 years old when he joined the bench. Most presidents nominate
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individuals who broadly share their ideological view, so a president with a liberal ideology will tend
to appoint liberals to the court. Of course, a justice's leanings are not always so predictable.

International law

In its widest sense, international law can include: public international law, private international law
and, more recently, supranational law. In its narrowest meaning, the term international law is used to
refer to what is commonly known as public international law. Private international law is also
referred to as conflict of laws. Conflict of laws can also refer to conflicts between states in a federal
system. Public international law is the body of rules, laws or legal principles that govern the rights
and duties of nation states in relation to each other. It is derived from a number of sources, including
custom, legislation and treaties. Article 2 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties (1969)
defines a treaty as «an international agreement concluded between States in written form and
governed by international law ...». These treaties may be in the form of conventions, agreements,
charters, framework conventions or outline conventions. Custom, also referred to as customary
international law, is another binding source of law, and originates from a pattern of state practice
motivated by a sense of legal right or obligation. Laws of war were a matter of customary law before
being codified in the Geneva Conventions and other treaties.

Fields of international law

International law can include public international law, private international law and supranational
law. Private international law refers to conflicts between states in a federal system. Private
international law refers to the body of rights and duties of private individuals and business entities of
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different states. Private international law is distinguished from public international law because it
governs conflicts between private individuals or business entities, rather than conflicts between states
or other international bodies. Public international law is the body of rules, laws or legal principles
that govern the rights and duties of nation states in relation to each other. The examples of the
intergovernmental organizations are: the United Nations, World Health Organization, World
Intellectual Property Organization, World Trade Organization and International Monetary Fund.
Supranational law refers to regional agreements where the laws of a nation state are not applicable if
in conflict with a supranational legal framework.
